I M P O R T A N T  I N F O R M A T I O N
SIGN-IN and COLLECTION: use Xap Kiosk in Cottage Foyer to sign in and out your child(ren).
You will need your phone number and Kiosk Code found in your Xap account. Instructions are
available at the Kiosk and have been sent to each family’s email. Enter via Cambridge Street
lower gate to Glenmore Road Public School; please use the gate code C893 to enter.
WHAT YOUR CHILD MUST HAVE EACH DAY: ‘closed-in’ shoes, a raincoat, a bag containing a
water bottle, jumper, change of clothes, morning tea and lunch PLUS any special sunscreen
they may require.
MEDICATIONS: All medications must be explicitly signed over by parents to the Operations
Supervisor. Please allow time at sign-in to complete our medication authorisation form.
KEEP YOUR PHONE ON: When your child is with us your phone must be on so that we can
contact you at all times.
PERMISSION FORM: to be collectively signed, online via our website or 
available at The Cottage OSHC from Monday 2nd September.
RISK ASSESSMENTS: available for each day upon request
